Date Written:  Between 450 - 430 BC, after the initial return from Babylon. 

Period of Time that the Book Covers:  1st-2nd Chronicles covers about ~475 years from 
~1011BC – 538BC between when David’s reign begins and when Jerusalem is destroyed by 
Babylon. 

Theme of the Book:  God’s View of David  

Outline of the Book: 

 I.    Royal Line of David   (1-9) 
 II.   Righteous Reign of David  (10-29) 
 
Key Passages: 

11:2  “…You shall be prince over My people Israel” 
17:11-14 Davidic covenant “his throne shall be established forever” 

 

Summary Statement: “The Chronicler wrote for historical and theological reasons. His 
extensive use of historical documents and devotion to numerical and chronological details 
indicate that he intended to give his readers an accurate historical record. But he did not 
merely offer information about the past; he also wrote to convey a relevant theological 
message. Comparing the Chronicles with Samuel and kings reveals that this account of 
Israel’s past is shaped to address the needs of the community recently returned from 
Babylonian exile. It was written to encourage and guide the readers as they sought the full 
restoration of the kingdom.”

 I.    Reign of Solomon   (1-9) 40 years 
 II.   Reigns of Judah’s Kings (10-36) 400 years 
 
Key People: 

Jeroboam Led the rebellion against Rehoboam; reigned as the first king  
over the northern tribes 

Josiah Judah’s last righteous king 

Rehoboam Solomon’s son who succeeded him as kin; the kingdom split 
under his leadership 

Solomon Son of King David through Bathsheba; vast empire; wisest 
man who ever lived (next to our Lord); intermarriage led to 
disobedience and judgment
