Summary Statement: “The theme of the second coming of Jesus dominates 2 Thessalonians. Jesus’ 
coming will be preceded by a rebellion and by the revelation of Antichrist. When Jesus comes, he will 
defeat this rebellious world ruler and bring justice to oppressed Christians, and wrath to their 
persecutors and to unbelievers in general.”
